Research-Based Practice: Cover-Copy-Compare
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Description: The following steps are used:

1. The student covers a math fact problem or spelling word.

2. The student answers, writes, or says the problem and answer to the math fact problem or
spells the word

3. The student uncovers the problem or word and evaluates the response.

4. When responses are correct, the student moves on to the next item. Incorrect responses
are repeated until correct.
