Research-Based Practice: Taped Problems
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Description: Students are provided with a worksheet containing a variety of math fact problems.
A tape recorder (or voice file) is started that reads the problem, provides a short period of time to
respond, and provides the correct answer. This provides a paced format for students to quickly
respond to a fact problem (during the pause on the recording). They know if they have the
correct answer when the answer is provided after the pause.
